GENERAL RULES
______________________________________________________________________________

1.  Deadline for entries is April 9, 2026.  Entry forms are available at the bottom of the Syllabus.  Entries must be forwarded to the Secretary of the Harvey Music Festival – see below. We regret that no late entries will be accepted. The Festival Committee, Harvey Elementary School, the Adjudicator, the contestants and the audience all depend on the program to guide the timing of their activities during the festival, and out of respect for all who depend on the times as pre-arranged, it is not fair to try to adjust the program at the last minute.  Please ensure your entries are submitted on time to avoid disappointment.

0. Programs will be available in April at Black’s, Fen’s, Smiths and at the door during
 festival, at a cost of $2.00 each. All proceeds go to support the festival.

0. All “Own Choice” vocal selections must be approved by the closing date for entries, by your Music Teacher, Music Specialist, or Music Festival Committee coach.  Entries must be of an appropriate level of quality (difficulty and content) for both the entrant, and the festival, or may be refused by the committee.  For assistance, contact the Harvey Music Festival Committee (see below). Piano selections are based on RCM, for classes 1-33, excluding Pop.

0. “Marks of Distinction” are determined by the Adjudicator.  Prizes will be awarded on the basis of marks and as determined by the prize committee.  To be eligible for a mark of distinction cash award, a contestant must perform in 2 or more individual classes.

0. The closing concert will be held on Friday, April 24th, at 7:00 p.m. at which time all awards will be presented.  All winners should be present for the concert but only those pre-selected by the Adjudicator will perform (approximately 20 performances).  All major awards and performance selections are made at the discretion of the Adjudicator.

6.	All original music for adjudicated selections must be submitted to the Adjudicator’s Secretary prior to the performance. Selections must be clearly identified. Entrants must erase all personal marks from music submitted. 
USE OF PHOTOCOPIES FOR THE ADJUDICATOR IS STRICTLY PROHIBITED.
0. Contestants must enter classes as designated for their appropriate grade level in music or age level as of January 1st, 2026, as specified by the syllabus.  All classes are to be entered by school students only, unless specified as Adult, Open or Student/Teacher which are available for adult, professional, university level or teachers.

8.	A non-refundable entry fee of $15.00 per individual, or group, from outside the Harvey School Zone will be charged.  This must be submitted with the entry form and payable on the due date. No payment results in no performance. Don Messer entrants sign up onsite on Wednesday, April 22nd or in advance, if possible, same as a regular entrant. For Don Messer, only one entry per ‘group’, and max 1 entry per individual, per category.

9. For soloists in Grades K – 5, a piano accompanist will be provided by the Harvey Music Festival. For soloists outside of Grades K-5, contestants are responsible for hiring an accompanist. There shall be no use of pre-recorded music, in competitive classes, in order to avoid copyright infringement.


0. No flash photography is permitted during performances. No videotaping of the adjudicator is permitted, as per established rules with the NB Music Festival and the National Federation of Independent Music Festivals.


0. Due to Fire Marshall Regulations we are limited to 250 people in the Elementary School Auditorium, counting participants, volunteers and spectators. Please ensure that you get to the Concerts/Festivals early so that you will be guaranteed one of the seats. After 250 occupants are in the auditorium, NO ONE ELSE WILL BE ALLOWED TO ENTER.
